1. Choose a book or movie that you are familiar with that follows the 12 stages of the hero’s journey. Plot each stage of the hero’s journey for the movie and hero of your choosing.
2. You may represent your movie/journey in one of the following ways:
a. A poster board
b. A prezi or PPT Presentation
c. An artistic representation
d. Creating a board game or comic strip
3. No matter which way you choose to present your project, YOU MUST have the following:
a. Represent ALL STAGES AND EXPLAIN HOW THE HERO/PLOT fits that stage. No explanation= no credit
b. You must use pictures and colors
c. You must be creative
4. IF your class has a partner option, you and your partner must fill out the partner job responsibility handout. EACH partner is required to TURN IN an EXPLANATION of each stage.
5. DUE DATES:
a. 1st, 5th, 7th Periods- DUE OCTOBER 2
b. 2nd, 4th Periods- DUE OCTOBER 1
