1. Create a list of the settings within “The Necklace.” Think of the imaginary settings that also appear in the story. List as many scenes from the story you can recall.
2. The Loisel’s apartment is along Rue de Martyrs, a street in Paris. The definition of a Martyr is a person who suffers for a cause. How does this definition connect with the Loisel’s?
3. The Champs de Elysees is a fashionable street in Paris named after the Elysian Fields where Mathilde find outs the truth about the Necklace. Look up the definition of the Elysian Fields ( you may use technology- find the Greek equivalent). Why is this an interesting name for this street? For the story? 

4. In the course of the story, how does Mathilde change?

5. Connect three points of Mathilde’s character development to three different settings in the story.

Example: Mathilde is unhappy in her apartment where she is dissatisfied with the “shabby” curtains and “worn” walls. Even though she has a cleaning lady and is middle class, she is ungrateful for her surroundings and her life. The apartment would represent her personality at the beginning of the story which is childish and ungrateful. She sees the flaws more than the good.
